If it comes with the cam
locks already pre-installed, make sure to align
them to receive the bolt's head (refer to point
3). There might be a very small gap between
the panels which is normal.

3. Insert the cam lock on the panel with the big
hole making sure it goes aligned to receive the
bolt's head.

4. Use a Phillips screwdriver to turn the cam
lock clockwise. This will lock the panels
togheter and also will close any gaps.
